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LETTERS TO THE EDITOR
GRAMPIANS WALKING TRACKS

Further to my letter published in your
June issue, can you please note the
following amendment. The sen-
tence, “Previously, there was no
vehicle access to any part of the
r a n g e . ” s h o u ld h a v e re a d
“Previously, there was no four-wheel-
drive (car) access to the upper part
of the range.”
This is necessary, because:
1. There is a four-wheel-drive
track on the lower slopes of the
range, only, above Lake Bellfied, and
2. PV is trying to be clever
about the phrase 'vehicle track' in
that small motorised vehicles (such
as 'farm buggies') have been taken
up some walking tracks that are less
than standard four-wheel-drive-track
width. The point is that the 'upgraded'
track to which I refer has been signifi-
cantly widened from a walking track
(as it was when I walked it immedi-
ately before the fire) to a track up
which the largest four-wheel drive
can now be driven.

I would like to respond on behalf of
Parks Victoria to Chris Baxter’s letter
(VicWalk News, June) regarding the
walking tracks in the Grampians.
Following the January 2006 bushfires
in the Grampians, Parks Victoria
developed a recovery plan for the
Grampians National Park in consulta-
tion with the local community and
tourism industry. Reopening a fire
affected area has to be done very
carefully and safety of the public is
our number one priority.
Throughout the recovery pro-
gram Parks Victoria has con-
tinually briefed licensed tour
operators, community groups
and the Park’s advisory group
on the progress of the work.
This has included keeping
people informed about the
plans for the walking tracks
and we have received positive
feedback from our stake-
holders.

The walking track from the Wonder-
land Turntable to the Pinnacle, in the
Wonderland Range, is one of the
most popular tracks of its length in
the Grampians. It attracts an esti-
mated 100,000 visitors each year
including school and family groups
and less-abled older people. As
such, Parks Victoria has a duty of
care and an obligation to maintain
the track to a standard that reflects
its usage. Therefore in the rebuilding
process we took the opportunity to
make appropriate enhancements to
the track.
The benefits of replacing timber
structures with other materials will
have long-term benefits. This is an
investment in high quality infrastruc-
ture that will withstand fire in the
future. Parks Victoria has replaced
timber steps with local rock that won’t
take long to blend in with the natural
environment in the area.
The track used to gain access from
the Silverband Road to the Pinnacle
walking track followed a track to the
Grampians Gardens that existed
prior to last year’s fire. This track has
been used in the past for access for
plant and machinery and has also
been used to allow access for equip-
ment to restore and improve the
Pinnacle walking track. It is not in-
tended that this access track is pro-
moted as a walking track, but it will
not preclude that use when that sec-
tion of the park is reopened.
In addition, the upgraded access
track can be used for emergency
services if anyone is injured on the
Pinnacle walking track. Previously, it
was difficult for emergency services
to get to injured people on the track
and local police have congratulated
us on this improvement.
It is not intended to construct any
other vehicle tracks within the Won-
derland Range, however it should be
noted that prior to the fire other
tracks existed within the Wonderland
Range that were accessible by man-
agement vehicles.
Parks Victoria is committed to the local

community in the Grampians and a
viable and sustainable tourism indus-
try is part of the region’s economic
security. Priority has been given to
reflect this in the rebuilding process.
After a major fire it always takes time
to completely recover. We’re working
towards reopening other tracks in the
park in the future. Access to the
Mount Rosea walking track will re-
open when all tracks and facilities in
the Sundial/Rosea area are restored.
Our intention is to have a well
planned, coordinated approach to
reopening this area and not reopen
individual facilities in a piecemeal
fashion. I have also been talking to
VicRoads about the possibility of
reopening Silverband Road at the
same time.

Easy Moderate walking, ample rests, on tracks or in

open country. Few ascents or descents. Suit-
able for most people in good health. Likely dis-
tance 10 to 14 km.

Medium Sustained walking on constructed or rough
tracks. Some may be off track on moderate
terrain through light vegetation. Sustained as-
cents and descents over 1km, or more. A good
level of fitness and walking experience required.
Likely distance 14 to 18 km.

Hard Strenuous walking, on and off tracks, possibly
through medium scrub and forest. Moderate to
hard ascents and descents. Experienced and fit
walkers only. Likely distance from 18 to 25km,
less with rocky gullies and creeks.
