IS YOUR FIRST AID UP TO DATE?

In 2004, BWV (then VicWalk) coordinated arrangements for clubs to participate in Level 1 and Level 2 first aid courses with
an emphasis on bushwalking situations. Participants in that course will have received a letter from First Aid Management
and Training P/L reminding them that their qualifications need to be renewed. If there are sufficient participants BWV will
again coordinate a course, probably in March next year.

Bendigo Bushwalkers —
Wildflower Walk

Sunday 9th September

On a lovely Sunday morning, we
arrived at Castlemaine station in
anticipation of how many we might
be sharing our walk with and with
some trepidation as to their expecta-
tions. Having advertised our walk as
a ‘wildflower walk’, we'd been disap-
pointed at the lack of show when
checking the area out earlier in the
week. A spirited group of 16 people,
including a NZ visitor and some first-
time walkers with our group were
warmly welcomed. Having sorted
cars and done a ‘shuffle’, we headed
down Morgans Track off the Fryers
Rd, past the DSE thinning project
and onto the Poverty Gully main
channel water race. The pace of the
walk was, well, in part anyhow, deter-
mined by the plants needing to
photographed by several walkers.
Yes, we saw quite a few including
plenty of lovely Handsome Flat Pea
that shows itself well in scrubby ar-
eas. Wax, Hardenbergia, Merianth
daisy, a few orchids, peas, Eutaxia,
Acacia acinacea and aspera. After
formal complaints and sighs of
hunger, late morning tea and a rest
were granted just as we left the main
water race and headed bush to link
up with Fryers tunnel track. Built as
part of the early Coliban system the
fine underground tunnel was

explored with interest and, having
located the other end and discussed
and appreciated the engineering of
the Goldfields era, we found a sunny
spot on the bank of the race to enjoy
our lunch.

The Fryers Race, once having pro-
vided all the water for the burgeoning
township of Fryerstown, provided our
track into the back of the Crocodile
Reservoir. A charming frog-filled
reservoir in a lovely setting set us
talking about its original size and
capacity. Old headworks, fine stone-
work, original control channels sug-
gested that considerable amounts of
water had once run over the wall and
into the deep gullies below.

We passed many areas with a really good showing of
¢ flowers and, as well as the historic interests of the area, we
_felt vindicated and pleased with our walk. Having rejoined
our cars at Fryerstown Recreation Reserve for afternoon
tea, several people chose to walk into Fryerstown cemetery
and others explored the now remnant township.
Thank you to all who joined us for the days outing. And to
our visitors, please come again, we enjoyed having you.
